Special Educational Needs Provision

As a school we believe that all students are entitt  ed to a personalised
curriculum. Students with special educational need s will be integrated into
mainstream education but will be supported by our h ighly trained special
educational needs team. In the last year we have r  eorganised special
educational needs so that our students can be more closely supported with
each member of the team acting as a key worker for our students and
developing specialisms linked to subjects of the cu rriculum. Students are
supported both within the classroom and throughout sessions in small groups.

Through Phase 2 of the new build we will gain a new special educational needs
suite and learning support centre.

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POLICY FOR SEX AND RELATIONSHIP EDUCATION (SRE)

The Policy was devised using information from the D fES (The National Curriculum Handbook;
DfES Guidance on Sex and Relationships Education & Sex and Relationships Guidance
Staffordshire & Stoke on Trent Health Promoting Sch ool Scheme).

BHHS believes that sex education is an education en titlement of all students to help them
learn to respect themselves and others and move wit  h confidence from childhood through
adolescence and into adulthood. We aim:

to encourage personal responsibility in all forms o f behaviour;

to encourage high self-esteem;

to encourage respect and consideration for others;

to provide support and information for young people and their carers.

SRE is lifelong learning about physical, moral and emotional development. It is about the
understanding of the importance of marriage for fam ily life, stable and loving relationships,
respect, love and care. It is also about the teachi  ng of sex, sexuality and sexual health. It has
three main elements:

Attitudes and values

Personal and social skills and emotional literacy

Knowledge and understanding

School curriculum
SRE is part of the non-statutory framework for PSHE so it is delivered as part of our Personal
Development Programme. It is also delivered throug  hout the school curriculum. Below is a

summary of the aspects covered in KS3 (Years 7-9) a nd KS4 (Years 10-11).

Key Stage 3 : Puberty, personal safety, friendship and love, f  amily life and relationships,
gender issues, conception and birth, safer sex, lif e stages

Key Stage 4 : Birth processes, abortion, fostering and adoption , genetic inheritance, early
parenting, sexually transmitted diseases including HIV and AIDS, helping agencies, prejudice

and stereotyping, different faiths and cultures.

Parents/carers have the right to withdraw their chi Idren from SRE lessons that fall outside
those aspects covered in the National Curriculum Sc ience lessons. Parents/carers do not
have to give their reasons for withdrawing their ch ildren, but they will be invited to discuss

their concerns with a member of staff.
